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Maldives Tourism Recovers

As the Maldives recovers from the COVID-19 situation, tourist arrivals to the Maldives bounce back. On 29th October
2021 Maldives reached one million target. By 17th November 2021 the total arrivals to the Maldives stood at 1,092,105
with an increase of over 147% compared with that of 2020. Daily average arrivals remain above 4,600 as of 10th
November 2021.

While major markets such as Russia and India made full recovery with strong positive growth rates, new markets emerged
from the European Region and the Middle East. As of 9th November 2021, top ten source markets to the Maldives were,
India with 22.4% shares, Russia with 18.2% shares, Germany with 7.2% shares, U.S.A with 4.1% shares, United Kingdom
with 3.1% shares, Saudi Arabia with 3.2%, Spain with 2.9% shares, Ukraine with 2.8% shares, France with 2.0% shares and
Kazakhstan with 1.9% shares .
